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1 Reason for Contribution

In the procedures the stimulus that stops timer T11 is always described using the text: “SHOULD stop timer T11”. Using the current style of describing the procedures (stating in which state you are and the most current stimulus received) the text should say: “SHALL stop timer T11”.      

The reason for this fault is probably that the normative text has been copied from earlier version of the UP spec in which another style of describing the procedures was used.
