7.4   Media on Hold

7.4.1 Procedures at the PoC Client

The PoC Client MAY place the media on hold as described in [OMA-PoC-CP].

When media is on hold the talk bursts are not transferred to the PoC Client, but the PoC Client SHALL be able to receive TBCP messages when on hold.

The PoC Client MAY send talk bursts, when the media is on hold.

The PoC Client MAY place the media off hold as described in [OMA-PoC-CP].

When media is placed on off hold the PoC Client SHALL be able to send and receive talk bursts and send and receive TBCP messages.
