The sub-clause 7.2.1.7 does not include the possibility to add more than one PoC User to a PoC Session.

The sub-clause contains editorial errors.

There are some 4xx error codes.

There are an EN.

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution contains: 

· Corrections in order to allow multiple PoC users to be added.

· Removes an EN (introduces description of the sipfrag contents in the NOTIFY request MIME body).

· Modifies the sub-clause according to the 0522r02 agreement.

· Inserts a note to explain difference between one invited PoC user and many invited PoC User.

· Invited PoC Client changed to PoC User. (PoC Client is a physical IP address and not known by the originator).

· Reference to sipfrag

7.2.1.7 Adding Participants to PoC Session Request

Upon receiving a SIP REFER request the PoC Server SHALL: 

1. perform actions to verify the Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address of the Inviting PoC User and authorize the request and if it is not authorized the PoC Server SHALL return the SIP 403 “Forbidden” response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

2. generate a final SIP response to the SIP REFER request in accordance with the rules and procedures specified in [RFC3515] and send it according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core.;

3. check  the "method" parameter is set to "INVITE" and if it is set; then the PoC Server SHALL extract the PoC Address(es) of the PoC User(s) to be invited from either:

a. the Refer-To header in case only one PoC User is invited;
b. the MIME resource-list body according to rules and procedures of [draft-URI-list];
4. for each PoC User to invite: perform the actions described in sub-clause 7.2.2.2 “PoC Session invitation request”.;  and,
5. if only one PoC User is invited, generate and send a SIP NOTIFY request(s) as specified in this sub-clause based on the progress of  this invitation. 
NOTE:
A SIP REFER request with the Invited PoC User in the Refer-To header is an implicit subscription as specified in [RFC3265]. However, [draft-multiple-refer] specifies that a SIP REFER request with a resource-list is not an implicit subscription.
Upon receiving a SIP 406 “Not acceptable” error with the text “isfocus already assigned” in the Warning header, the PoC server SHALL send the PoC Client a NOTIFY request containing at least SIP response Status-Line, Warning and To headers.


When generating a SIP NOTIFY request the PoC server SHALL

1. generate a SIP NOTIFY request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3265], [RFC3515], and the requirements set by the SIP/IP core;
2. include a MIME sipfrag body as specified in the [RFC3420] with:

a. the status line received in the final SIP response from the Invited PoC User); and,
b.  the To header received in the final SIP response from the Invited PoC User.
3. send the SIP NOTIFY request towards the SIP Client according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core.
The SIP responses to the SIP NOTIFY request SHALL be handled according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3265], [RFC3515], and the rules and procedures of the SIP/IP core.
The PoC Server MAY terminate the implicit subscription created by the SIP REFER request and indicate the termination to the PoC Client according to the rules and procedures of[RFC3265] and [RFC3515].
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS requirements, mechanisms and procedures as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
