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1 Reason for Contribution

The CP describes an unconfirmed mode and one confirmed procedures when inviting a user with a reference to the user plane for the interaction. However, it is not clear in the present UP document what the difference is as seen from the user plane. This contribution includes a modification in order to describe the difference.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution:

Describes the behaviour in the Controlling PoC function for the confirmed and unconfirmed procedure.

Describes when to buffer RTP media packets and how to handle buffered RTP media packets.

3 Proposal

6.4.1   Controlling PoC function procedures at PoC Session initialization

When a PoC Session is established, a new instance of the PoC Server state machine for general talk burst operation is created for the PoC Session.  The PoC Server state machine for general talk burst operation SHALL transition to the ‘G: TB_Idle’ state. 

As each member is added to the PoC Session, new instances of the PoC Server state machine for basic talk burst operation to the PoC Client are created for each PoC Client. The PoC Server state machine for basic talk burst operation to the PoC Client SHALL transition to the ‘U: not permitted and TB_Idle’ state.  
If the original SIP INVITE / SIP REFER request is treated as an implicit Talk Burst Request, the PoC Server state machine for basic talk burst operation to the PoC Client for that client SHALL behave as if a TBCP Talk Burst Request message has been received.
When unconfirmed mode of operation is used, see [OMA-POC-CP] “Controlling PoC function procedures”, the initiating PoC User SHALL be granted permission to speak when the 1:st unconfirmed indication is received in PoC Server and the PoC Server SHALL buffer RTP media packets received from the initiating PoC User at least until the 1:st PoC User accepts the invitation.
NOTE:
The amount of RTP media packets the PoC Server buffers is buffering is an implementation option.
When confirmed mode of operation is used, [OMA-POC-CP] “Controlling PoC function procedures”, the initiating PoC User SHALL be granted permission to speak when the 1:st invited PoC User is accepting the invitation. The PoC Server SHOULD send buffered RTP media packets to at least the 1:st PoC User accepting the invitation.
