6 Detailed Change Proposal

D.Y. PoC De-registration 
PoC Client A de-registers for the PoC service. In this scenario the terminal remains SIP registered with the SIP/IP core. PoC Client A terminates it's current subscription to the PoC Settings (ISB and AM) with PoC Server A and de-registers for the PoC service with the SIP/IP core A. The SIP/IP core A informs PoC Server A of the de-registration of PoC Client A. This flow assumes that the SIP/IP core A is 3GPP IMS and that the PoC Server A has subscribed to registration events. This flow is as shown in Figure D.Y. "PoC Client A  de-registers for the PoC Service ".

The steps of the flows are as follows: 
1.
SIP SUBSCRIBE request (from PoC Client A to SIP/IP core A)


The PoC Client A unsubscribes to the PoC Settings of  PoC Client A by sending a SIP SUBSCRIBE request for the event package "poc-settings" with the Expires header values of 0  to SIP/IP core A.

SIP SUBSCRIBE request (from SIP/IP core A to PoC Server A)


The SIP/IP A forwards the SIP SUBSCRIBE request to PoC Server A.

SIP 200 "OK" response (from PoC Server A to SIP/IP core A) 


PoC Server A acknowledges the SIP SUBSCRIBE request with a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP/IP core A. 
4.
SIP 200 "OK" response (from SIP/IP core A to PoC Client A) 


The SIP/IP core A acknowledges the SIP SUBSCRIBE request with a SIP 200 "OK" response to the PoC Client A. 
5.
SIP NOTIFY request (from PoC Server A to SIP/IP Core A)


PoC Server A sends a SIP NOTIFY request to the SIP/IP core A. The Subscription-State header in the SIP NOTIFY request contains a value of "terminated".. 

6.
 SIP NOTIFY request (from SIP/IP core A to PoC Client A ) 


The SIP/IP core A forwards the SIP NOTIFY request to PoC Client A.

7.
SIP 200 "OK" response (from PoC Client A to SIP/IP core A) 


The PoC Client A acknowledges the SIP NOTIFY request with a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP/IP core A.

8.
 SIP 200 "OK" response (from SIP/IP core A to PoC Server A)


The SIP/IP core A forwards the SIP 200 "OK" response to PoC Server A.
9.
SIP REGISTER request (from PoC Client A to SIP/IP core A) 


The PoC Client A deregisters for the PoC Service by sending a SIP REGISTER request without the feature-tag '+g.poc.talkburst' in the contact header to the SIP/IP core A. 

10.
SIP 200 "OK" response (from SIP/IP core A to PoC Client A)


The SIP/IP Core A acknowledges the SIP REGISTER request with a SIP 200 "OK" response to the PoC Client A. 
11.
SIP NOTIFY request (from SIP/IP core A to PoC Server A) 


The SIP/IP core A sends a SIP NOTIFY request to PoC Server A. The body of the SIP NOTIFY request contains the registration event package which contains the PoC Address(es) for PoC Client A with the event attribute indicating 'deregistered' and/or without the feature-tag '+g.poc.talkburst' in the contact. 

12.
SIP 200 "OK" response (from PoC Server A to SIP/IP core A) 


PoC Server A acknowledges the SIP NOTIFY request with a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP/IP core A. 
13.
 PoC Server A deletes PoC data for PoC User A

If the last registered contact for PoC User A has de-registered then PoC Server A may delete the stored data for PoC User A.. 
14.
SIP NOTIFY request (from SIP/IP core A to PoC Client A) 


The SIP/IP core A sends a SIP NOTIFY request to PoC Client A. The body of the SIP NOTIFY request contains the registration event package which contains the PoC Address(es) for PoC Client A with the event attribute indicating 'deregistered' and/or without the feature-tag '+g.poc.talkburst' in the contact.
