6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.3.1.5 PoC Session initiation using Pre-established Session

Upon receiving a SIP REFER request the PoC Server:

1. 
2. SHALL check whether the request is acceptable and if it is not,  return a SIP error response according to rules and procedures of [RFC3515]. Otherwise, continue with the following steps;
3. SHALL check the identity in the Request-URI and if it does not belong to a Pre-established Session owned by the PoC Server, then the PoC Server SHALL send the SIP REFER request to the SIP/IP Core according to the procedures of the SIP/IP Core. Otherwise, continue with the following steps;
a. 
4. SHALL send SIP 202 “Accepted” response according to rules and procedures of [RFC3515], and continue with the following steps;
5. SHALL check the SIP URI in the Refer-To header. 
i. If the SIP URI of the Refer-To header corresponds to a Pre-arranged Group, i.e., if Refer-To header has SIP URI with a URI parameter that corresponds to a "pre-arranged" and process according to the next sub bullet;
1. If the SIP URI of the Refer-To header is hosted by this PoC server, then the PoC server SHALL act as both a Participating PoC Server and Controlling PoC Server;

A. If there are no users on the PoC session associated with the Pre-arranged Group, the PoC server SHALL invite users of the pre-arranged group by continuing as defined in clause 7.2.2.2 “PoC Session Invitation Request”;

B. Otherwise, if there are users on the PoC session associated with the Pre-arranged Group, the PoC server SHALL add the requested user by continuing as defined in clause 7.2.1.8 “Adding Participants to the PoC Group Session Request".

ii. If the SIP URI of the Refer-To header corresponds to a Chat Group, i.e., if Refer-To header has SIP URI with a URI parameter that corresponds to a "chat"; 

1. If the SIP URI of the Refer-To header is hosted by this PoC server, then the PoC server SHALL act as both a Participating PoC Server and Controlling PoC Server, and add the requested user by continuing as defined in clause 7.2.1.8 “Adding Participants to the PoC Group Session Request"."

iii. If the SIP URI of Refer-To header corresponds to the PoC Session Identity of an existing Ad hoc PoC session, i.e., if Refer-To header has a SIP URI with a URI parameter that corresponds to an “ad hoc”, then the user is rejoined to the Ad hoc PoC session as follows;
1. If the Ad hoc session is hosted by this PoC server, then PoC server SHALL continue to act as both a Participating PoC Server and a Controlling PoC Server and SHALL 7.2.1.8 “Adding Participants to the PoC Group Session Request".
iv. If the SIP URI of Refer-To header corresponds to a 1-1, i.e., if Refer-To header has a SIP URI with a URI parameter that corresponds to "1-1";
1. Then the PoC Server SHALL act as both a Participating PoC Server and a Controlling PoC Server and continue as defined in clause 7.2.2.2 “PoC Session Invitation Request”.
v. If the SIP URI of the Refer-to header is not hosted by this PoC server, then the PoC Server SHALL act as a Participating PoC Server and continue as defined in clause "7.2.1.x Group PoC Session Initiation at the PF for the Pre-established Session." 
6. After processing one of the above procedures in sub-bullet i~v, the PoC Server SHALL send a SIP NOTIFY request to the SIP/IP core according to rules and procedures of [RFC3515]. The SIP NOTIFY SHALL include the PoC Session Identity in a body of type "message/sipfrag", if received from the Controlling PoC server.

a. 

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS requirements, mechanisms, and procedures according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
7.3.1.x
Group PoC Session Initiation at the PF for the Pre-established Session

Upon receiving a SIP REFER request for a Pre-established Session that contains a URI parameter in the Refer-To header the PoC Server:

1. SHALL check the request.

1)   If the PoC server cannot accept the request, e.g. the Accept-Contact header does not contain PoC feature tag, it SHALL return an error response according to [RFC3515]. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
2. SHALL check the identity in the Request-URI.

1)   If the identity in the Request-URI belongs to a Pre-established Session owned by the PoC Server, then the PoC Server:
a. SHALL send SIP 202 “Accepted” response according to [RFC3515].
b. SHALL check the SIP URI in the Refer-To header;

i. If the SIP URI in the Refer-To header contains a URI parameter “+g.poc.session” with the value of “pre-arranged” or "chat" or "ad hoc" then the URI is determined to be a URI of a pre-arranged or chat group, or ad hoc, respectively;

1. If the SIP URI in the Refer-To header is not hosted by the PoC server, then the PoC server SHALL send an SIP INVITE request to the SIP/IP Core according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in [3GPP TS24.229]/[3GPP2 X.S0013.4].
c. On the receipt of an SIP OK response from the PoC Server performing Controlling PoC function, the PoC server SHALL send a SIP NOTIFY over the dialog of the pre-established session to the SIP/IP Core according to [RFC3515]. 

2)   Otherwise if the identity contained in the Request-URI does not belong to a pre-established session owned by the PoC Server, then the PoC Server:
d. SHALL send the SIP REFER request back to the SIP/IP Core according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in [TS24.229]/[3GPP2 X.S0013.4].
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
