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1 Reason for Change

The TB Connect message should provide the PoC Session Identity of the PoC session, but the current text does not say that.  This is very important to allow users to rejoin an ad hoc PoC session if they fall for some reason. This correction fixes the problem.  It also provides the display name of the calling group, if it's of type "prearranged" or "chat".

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The problem is that the Connect message needs to identify the PoC session for all PoC sessions.  As the TB Connect section stands, a rejoin will not work for an ad hoc (or 1-1) case because the TB Connect message does not carry the PoC Session Identity. We need it to say the PoC Session Identity of the PoC session and not PoC Group Identity. 

Also, a prearranged group or chat group can have a display name that is different than the SIP URI of the prearranged group or chat group, and the CONNECT should carry that, too.  The edit is as follows (revision is in this color):

6.2.4 TBCP Talk Burst Connect message

The TBCP Talk Burst Connect message is sent as an action from the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function to inform non-requesting PoC Client(s) using Pre-established Session that it has been connected to a PoC Session.

Using the Pre-established Session procedure, the TBCP Talk Burst Connect message inform the PoC Client(s) that it has been invited to a PoC Session by another PoC Client (i.e., by the PoC Client that initiated the PoC Session).

In the application dependent data, the TBCP Talk Burst Connect message SHALL carries one or two SDES items as follows:
1.  The CNAME identifier SHALL carry the URI of the PoC Session, which is the PoC Session Identity. 
2. The NAME identifier SHALL carry the display name of the PoC Group, if the PoC session is of session type "prearranged" or "chat".  
The SDES items and the proper encoding of the URI is described in [RFC3550].   The length of the packet will vary depending on the size and number of SDES items.
The SSRC field SHALL carry the SSRC of the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC function. 
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
