1 Reason for Contribution

The session initiation policy is not covered in CP.  Session initiation policy is needed when a PoC session is initiated. 

2 Summary of Contribution

Session initiation policy may be: 1) anybody can initiate, 2) only members can initiate, 3) only group host can initiate a PoC session.  Details are specified in the OMA GM specification.

3 Detailed Proposal

7.2.X Session initiation policy

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL initiate the PoC Session according to one of the following procedures depending on whether the requesting Poc User is allowed the action “allow-initiate-conference” as specified in [PoC XDM Specification] 5.3.1 “Structure”:

· Any PoC Client is allowed to initiate the PoC Session

· In the case of restricted group only the group member is allowed to initiate the PoC Session
· Only the group host is allowed to initiate the PoC Session.
