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1 Reason for Contribution

In Orlando meeting, Huawei proposed a Contribution about the charging correlation (document number is 734). After the discussion, the conclusion is to leave it open until the LS response comes back from 3GPP SA. Because the deadline is coming, we have not enough time to wait for the LS response. The charging correlation described in the section 8.14.3.1 is not enough and complete. So we propose to delete the 8.14.3.1 from the AD. It should be useful to define it in 3GPP TS 23.979, so that we can reference it.
