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1 Reason for Change

The current UP specifications mandates to use only the IP version number used in the home network SIP/IP core.   It is not the best possible solution in all cases, when User Planes are connected between the different domains via NNI.  The adaptation to another IP version should not be precluded by the standard.

6.2 Internet Protocol

PoC Client or PoC Server SHALL be able to use the same IP domain as the SIP/IP core for the User Plane  (e.g., if the SIP/IP core uses IPv4, the PoC Clients and PoC Servers in that network shall be able to use IPv4 for the User Plane.)  

PoC Server MAY be able to use also other IP domain than the one SIP/IP core uses (e.g., if the SIP/IP core A uses IPv4 and the SIP/IP Core B uses IPv6, the PoC Server A may be able to send and receive User Plane messages from PoC Server B using the IPv6 and vice versa without any additional network elements).
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
