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1 Reason for Change

Some contributions propose some optimisation in the signalling.  The specification shall be consistent and if optimised, then all optimisation is needed to describe.  Therefore here is proposed NOT to describe the optimisations, which can be made in the product implementation.

This chapter describes the functionality of the Controlling and Participating PoC Functions.  This specification describes the terminating and originating parts of the Participating PoC Function and Controlling PoC Function separately.
