7.9 Codecs

3GPP2 mandates the EVRC speech codec as the default speech codec for PoC in 3GPP2 compliant terminal, see [3GPP2 S.R0100-0]. Therefore, to allow communication with a PoC Client implemented on a 3GPP2 compliant terminal, the PoC Server SHALL supports the usage of EVRC specific Media Parameters. 

NOTE 1:
The Media Parameters and the RTP payload format for the EVRC speech codec are described in [RFC3558].
3GPP mandates the AMR narrowband speech codec as the default speech codec for PoC see [TS26.235]. A 3GPP terminal that uses 16 kHz sampling frequency of the speech, SHALL also support AMR wideband speech codec, see [TS26.235]. Therefore, to allow communication with a PoC Client implemented on a 3GPP compliant terminal, the PoC Server SHALL support the usage of both AMR narrowband and AMR wideband specific Media Parameters..

NOTE 2:
The Media Parameters for the AMR narrowband speech codec and the AMR wideband speech codec are described together with the RTP payload format for the speech codecs in [RFC3267]. The AMR and AMR-WB RTP payload format offers a number of options that can be used for the RTP Media transport. To limit the number of possible options that can be used by the transmitting PoC Client, the technical specification [TS26.236] list a number of restrictions of the usage of the Media Parameters for PoC.
