Appendix B. Message flows (Informative)

This Annex shows some examples of TBCP and Quality feedback message flows.

The PoC Client and the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function and the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function are supporting the following Talk Burst Control procedures, which are shown as example flows in the following subclauses:

·  Talk burst request at PoC Session initialization;

·  Talk burst idle procedure;

·  Talk Burst request during a PoC Session;

·  Talk burst revoke procedure;
·  Talk burst release procedure;
· Quality feedback flows;

· Talker Identification flow; and,

· PoC Session release in the Pre-established Session case.

B.1 Talk burst request at PoC Session initialization

As stated in subclause 6.4.1 “Controlling PoC Function procedures at PoC Session initialization”  the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function interprets the initial SIP INVITE request (in case of an On-demand Session) or the SIP REFER request (in case of an Pre-established Session) as an implicit TBCP Talk Burst Request.
