In the pre-established session there is currently no way for the originating PoC client to obtain the PoC Session Identity (PSI).  The PSI should be added to the TB Grant, so the originator can add others as well as use the PSI in a Refer-to header to drop from a PoC session.    This PSI should match the PSI the CF also provides to the PF in the 200OK. 

Proposed Text Changes: 

6.5.3 TBCP Talk Burst Granted message

The TBCP Talk Burst Granted message is an action from the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function to inform the requesting PoC Client that it has been granted the permission to send a talk burst. In case of the 1-1 and ad hoc PoC Group Session established using Pre-established Session, the TBCP Talk Burst Granted message SHALL contain SDES item indicating the PoC Session Identity of the established PoC session to notify the originating PoC Client.  This PSI should match the PSI the CF provides the PF in the 200OK.

In the application dependent data, the TBCP Talk Burst Granted message SHALL carry SDES item content, Additional indications and one  SDES item, namely,:
· CNAME item to identify the PoC Session Identifier
SDES item content size is always two bytes and Additional indications size is always two bytes.
SDES item content includes the bit pattern AXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX, where each bit indicates if the optional SDES item is included or not (1= included, 0=not included) according to the description below (and must appear in the following order):

· A= PoC Session Identity
· X= for future use (set to 0).

Additional indication includes the bit pattern XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX, where each bit indicates if the additional indication is included or not (1= included, 0=not included) according to the description below:

· X= for future use (set to 0).
