The TBCP Connect message is sent as an action from the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function to inform PoC Client(s) using Pre-established Session that it has been connected to a PoC Session.


Using the Pre-established Session procedure, the TBCP Talk Burst Connect message informs a terminating PoC Client(s) that it has been invited to a PoC Session by another PoC Client (i.e., by the PoC Client initiated the PoC Session), or an originating PoC client that it has successfully established a PoC Session.
