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1 Reason for Contribution

The Input Contribution, OMA-POC-2004-1072R02 was reviewed in the PoC Interim meeting on 10th Jan. 2005. There were two comments: 

The one is to change “floor” into an appropriate term which is valid in PoC specification. 

· Under the acceptance of comment ID #1331 shown in OMA-POC-2004-1148R04, the contributor would like to change “when floor is idle” into “when no one has permission to send a talk burst”.

The other is related with the second test requirement shown in OMA-POC-2004-1072R02 i.e. to verify that PoC User can repeat the Talk Burst request with the same timestamp value which was in the original Talk Burst request, until receiving Talk Burst Position Status message. The comment is that how test tool knows whether the original Talk Burst request message has been lost, when the original Talk Burst request message has been lost and the resending Talk Burst request message is sent.

· What to be tested in the second test requirement is to verify that PoC Client can include the timestamp value of the original message in the resending message and send the resending message. Tester or PoC Server doesn’t need to concern whether the original message has been lost. PoC Server just checks the messages that it receives and queues them in earlier time order.

· The comment can be applied to not only this requirement but also others. For example, the feature of sending PoC Alert message shown in 5.1.1.4 in ETR, its test requirement is to verify that PoC Client is able to send PoC Alert messages. In the same logic above, tester or PoC Server doesn’t need to concern whether the PoC Alert message has been lost, though it was sent. What to test here is to verify that PoC Client can send the message or not.    

2 Summary of Contribution

· Change “when floor is idle” into “when no one has permission to send a talk burst”.

· Reword the second test requirement.
