After implementing contributions agreed in Vienna I found some conflicting/missing statements in the UP (20050118-D version).

This contribution contains some solutions to the conflicting/missing statement in order to remove the ENs.

3 Detailed Proposal

6.2.6.3.5 Send TBCP message (S: TBCP message)
When sending a TBCP message the PoC Client:

1. SHALL act as specified in subclause 6.2.5 “PoC Session control state diagram – basic” or 6.2.9 “PoC Session control state diagram – queuing” if queuing of Talk Burst Requests are used; and,

2. SHALL remain in the ‘Pre-established session_In_use’ state.

6.2.6.3.6    Send RTP media packets (S: Media)
When sending RTP Media packets the PoC Client:

1. SHALL act as specified in subclause 6.2.5.4.1 “Send RTP Media packets (S: Media)”; and,

2. SHALL remain in the ‘Pre-established session_In_use’ state.

6.2.8.3.1 Send or receive TBCP message (S/R: TBCP messages) 

Upon receiving TBCP messages or when sending TBCP messages the PoC Client:

3. SHALL act as specified in the PoC Session specific state diagrams and state transitions specified in the subclause 6.2.5 “PoC Session control state diagram – basic” or 6.2.9 “PoC Session control state diagram – queuing” and,

4. if queuing of Talk Burst Requests are used the PoC Client:

a. SHALL remain in ‘S: Dormant’ state.

5. Otherwise the PoC Client:
a. SHALL enter the ‘S: Active’ state.

6.3.6.3.6  Monitor Secondary PoC Session establishment (M: Secondary PoC Session established)

When a Secondary PoC Session is established as specified in the [OMA-POC-CP] “PoC Session priority request”, the PoC Server:


1. SHALL remain in  the ‘C: Secondary PoC Session Active’.
