When sending a TBCP message the PoC Client:

6.4.4.2.4  T4 (Inactivity) timer fired

On expiry of T4 (Inactivity) timer the PoC Server:

7. SHALL disconnect all PoC Clients from the PoC Session and release the PoC Session as specified in Error! Reference source not found.; 

8. SHALL send the TBCP Disconnect message; 

9. SHALL start the T16 (Disconnect message re-transmit) timer; and,

10. SHALL enter the ‘Releasing’ state.
