The following bit pattern in the subtype field SHALL be used for the TBCP Talk Burst Granted message: 00001.


In the application dependent data, the TBCP Talk Burst Granted message MAY carry 8 bits long additional indications field and 16 bits long bandwidth limitations field and 8 bits long payloadtype field.  Additional indications field includes the bit pattern abxxxxxx, where bits indicate if the Unconfirmed or Confirmed Indication is used according to the description below:

a= Unconfirmed Indication

b= Confirmed Indication
x= reserved for future use
Bandwidth limitation indicates the usable bandwidth in kilobits/s as decimal number (e.g. 08, 16, ….).
Payloadtype indicates the payload type used for the selected codec as a decimal number (e.g. 99 or 97). 
The SSRC field SHALL carry the SSRC of the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function. 
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
