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1 Reason for Contribution

During CONRR process, the question about presence actions between PoC server and Presence server has been addressed in the CONRR comment 1932. This contribution provides the proposal for updating/aligning the PoC documents regarding the presence process and parameters involved for the CP document.
The discussion has already been started/processed in the PAG group and been advised to bring to POc in contribution 2005-0134. This contribution should help in the discussion to identify the procedures which really shall trigger a presence update from PoC Server to Presence Server,

The contributions suggests in which situations the PoC server will publish a new presence status on behalf of the PoC client to the presence server. It assigned the specific presence parameter and the format to be aligned with the OMA Presence Enabler specification.

Appendix G: Presence Procedures at the PoC Server  (Normative)
The PoC server does have the optional function to publish presence information on behalf of the PoC client to the presence server (see ADx.xx, CPx.xx).  Therefore, the POC Server MAY act as a Presence Source as defined in the  Presence Spec [XXX]. This section summarizes the context in which the presence status change shall be published. It assigned the specific presence parameter and the format to be aligned with the OMA Presence Enabler specification.
Note: The Presence Watcher Function is FFS for next PoC release.
G.1 Presence Attributes
The [POC-RD] and the Presence Specification [XXX] include 5 different presence parameters in order to publish the status, availability and willingness of a PoC user to participate in PoC Sessions or accept Instant Personal Alerts.

Table 1 contains the Presence status as given in RD and PAG and provides a mapping to the respective presence attributes.
