3 Detailed Proposal

Comment 2318 

Section 7.3.1.5 states that PoC Server builds an INVITE according to 7.3.1.1;  however, 7.3.1.1 actually covers the PoC Server receiving an INVITE from the PoC Client, whereas 7.3.1.5 is the case of the PoC Client receiving a REFER.   The following edit expands 7.3.1.1 to include the case of the PoC Server receiving a REFER request.

7.3.1.1 General

Upon receiving  an initial SIP INVITE request from the served PoC Client or a SIP REFER request associated with a Pre-established Session  that requires an initial SIP INVITE request to be sent, the PoC Server SHALL generate an initial SIP INVITE request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261].
The PoC Server

· 1. SHALL, if the incoming SIP INVITE or SIP REFER request contained a Privacy header, include the Privacy header unmodified according to rules and procedures of  [RFC3323] and [RFC3325];

· 2. SHALL set the display name in the Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address to the one defined for the PoC User in the PoC Server, if configured; otherwise set the display name in the Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address to the one in the incoming SIP request;

· 3. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the PoC feature-tag '+g.poc.talkburst' with "require" and "explicit" parameters according to rules and procedures of [RFC3841];

· 4. SHALL include User-Agent header to indicate the PoC release version as specified in subclause C.4.1 "Release version in User-agent and Server headers";

NOTE 1: 
The use of the option tag ‘precondition’, as specified in [RFC3312], is not defined for the POC-1 or POC-2 reference points.

NOTE 2:
The use of the option tag ‘100rel’, as specified in [RFC3262] is not defined for the POC-1 reference point.

· 5. SHOULD include the Session-Expires header with the refresher parameter set to 'uac' according to rules and procedures of [draft-ietf-sip-session-timer] for all initial SIP INVITE requests;  
· 6. SHALL include the Supported header set to "timer" in the SIP INVITE request or for the Pre-established Session, SHALL use the associated "timer" of the Pre-established Session;

· 7. SHALL store the allowed SIP methods if received in the Allow header;

8. SHOULD include an Allow header with all supported SIP methods.
