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1 Reason for Contribution

Comments on contribution 148 and general revision to handle a REFER outside of a dialog.

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution against section 6.1.7 (adding users) proposes sending a REFER outside of a dialog.  This is an alternative to the REFER-REFER solution (contribution 152) that sends the REFER within a dialog.  To send outside the dialog, the filter criterion to include the REFER so as to route the SIP request to the PF PoC Server, which is required in the architecture.  Then the REFER itself has to include g.poc.talkburst.  Lastly, contribution 0148 contains contradictory or at least confusing norefersub text. 

3 Detailed Proposal

Contribution 0148 proposes to send a REFER outside the dialog of the pre-established session. Contribution 0148 states: 

9.  SHALL in case Pre-established Session is used and the ongoing PoC Session is not controlled by the same PoC Server as the Pre-established Session send the SIP REFER request towards the PoC Server outside any existing dialog according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core; otherwise send the SIP REFER request towards the PoC Server within an existing dialog according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core. 

Contribution 152 proposes a "REFER-REFER" within a dialog, but sending outside a dialog can work if the REFER is added to the filter criterion and the REFER has the usual +g.poc.talkburst caller preference the PoC client sends whenever it creates new dialogs.  Recall it is necessary for the PoC Client to always send SIP Requests via the PoC User's PF PoC Server.  The PoC AD says

The PoC server performing the PoC Controlling Function will have no direct communication to the PoC Client for PoC session signaling, but will interact with the PoC Client via the PoC Server performing the Participating Functioning for the PoC Client.   
As the CP currently exists, sending the REFER outside the dialog means the REFER bypasses the PF PoC Server, which is a violation of the architecture.  However, also recall that a REFER sent outside of a dialog will create a dialog.  To ensure the REFER passes via the PoC User's PF PoC Server, we need to extend "B.2 Originating Filter Criteria" as follows:

NOTE:  Originating Filter Criteria is indexed on the P-Asserted-Identity header.

CASE method="INVITE" AND header="Accept-Contact" = "+g.poc.talkburst"  


THEN: ROUTE request to the specified PoC Server Originating Port Address

CASE method="MESSAGE" AND header="Accept-Contact" = "+g.poc.talkburst"   


THEN: ROUTE request to the specified PoC Server Originating Port Address

CASE method="MESSAGE" AND header="Accept-Contact" = "+g.poc.groupad"  


THEN: ROUTE request to the specified PoC Server Originating Port Address

CASE method="SUBSCRIBE" AND header="Accept-Contact" = "+g.poc.talkburst"  

              THEN:  ROUTE request to the specified PoC Server Originating Port Address

CASE method="PUBLISH" AND header="Accept-Contact" = "+g.poc.talkburst"   


THEN: ROUTE request to the specified PoC Server Originating Port Address.
CASE method="REFER" AND header="Accept-Contact" = "+g.poc.talkburst"   


THEN: ROUTE request to the specified PoC Server Originating Port Address.
The PF PoC Server then adds itself to the record-route per section 7.3.1.8 if there are return Notifies.  For the above criterion to function, the PoC Client needs to use "+g.poc.talkburst" to the client actions of 6.1.7.  

There are contradicting norefersub requirements in 148. 

Furthermore, the PoC Client now has to resolve whether the PSI of the PoC Session belongs to the PF PoC Server or another PoC Server, and perform different procedures.  It is easier for the PoC Client to add users the same way regardless of the given PoC server that hosts the PoC Session. 

Therefore:

6.1.7  PoC Client adding PoC User(s) to a PoC Session
Upon receiving a request from the PoC User to add one or more PoC Users to an ongoing PoC Session, the PoC Client:

· 1. SHALL generate a SIP REFER request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3515];

· 2.  SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP REFER request to the PoC Session Identity of an ongoing PoC Session; 

· 3. SHALL, if only one PoC User is invited, set the Refer-To header of the SIP REFER request to the PoC Address of the invited PoC User, and skip the next step;

· 4. SHALL modify the SIP REFER request according to rules and procedures of  [draft-multiple-refer] and the PoC Client:

a) SHALL include a Refer-To header with a pointer to an URI-list in a body part according to rules and procedures of [draft-multiple-refer];

b) SHALL include a MIME resource-lists body with the list of the PoC Users to be added according to rules and procedures of [draft-multiple-refer];
c) MAY include in the Require header the option tag "norefersub" according to rules and procedures of [draft-norefersub];
· 
· 5.  SHALL include the "method" parameter with the value "INVITE" in the Refer-To header;
· 6. SHALL include value "id"  in a Privacy header if anonymity is requested according to rules and procedures of [RFC3323] and [RFC3325]; 

NOTE:
If anonymity is not allowed for the PoC Group indicated with the Request-URI of the SIP INVITE based on rules specified in the [POC XDM Specification] the PoC Session will not be allowed by the PoC Server hosting the PoC Group. 

· 7. SHALL include a P-Alerting-Mode header with the value "MAO" according to rules and procedures of [draft-poc-p-headers] if the PoC User has requested Manual Answer Override; 

8.  SHALL in case Pre-established Session is used  send the SIP REFER request towards the PoC Server outside any existing dialog according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core; otherwise send the SIP REFER request towards the PoC Server within an existing dialog according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core. 
9. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the PoC feature-tag '+g.poc.talkburst' along with ‘require’ and ‘explicit’ parameters according to rules and procedures of  [RFC3841] in all initial SIP INVITE requests; 

10. SHALL include the PoC feature-tag '+g.poc.talkburst' in the Contact header.
