The application dependent data area contains one or more defined fields: subtype followed by 11 bits of reason code and 16 bits of additional information. The application dependent data subtype field SHALL be the value of the subtype field found in the message that is being acknowledged.

The SSRC field shall carry the SSRC of the PoC Client that is sending the acknowledgement.

6.5.9.1 Reason codes

The first 11 bits after the sub type field in the application dependent data is used for the reason code. Thereafter additional information is added. Depending on the reason code, the number of octets conveying additional information differs.

6.5.9.1.1 Accepted

Indicates that the PoC Client has accepted the received message.

The reason code SHALL be: 0 (decimal value).

No additional information SHALL be included. 

6.5.9.1.2 Not accepted

Indicates that the PoC Client has not accepted the TBCP Connect message. 

The reason code SHALL be: 1 (decimal value).

As additional information the packet MAY carry more information about the reason.  The additional information MAY be shown to the User.
