This contribution solves inconsistencies between transition names – state names – subclause titles in subclause 6.3.6.

Further, one chapter T14 (Conversation) timer fired for Primary PoC Session in the C: Primary PoC Session Active’ state were missing but is now added.

The CONRR comment numbers related to this contribution is hard to trace, however, Ericsson provided a number of comments in this chapter about inconsistencies. Those comments can after this contribution be regarded as closed.
