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1 Reason for Contribution

In Vienna a consistency in the CP was introduced. The REFER is sent to the Participating PoC Server outside the existing SIP dialog used for the pre-established session in case of a Pre-arranged and Chat PoC Group.

The Participating PoC Server shall send the REFER to the Controlling PoC Server inside the existing SIP dialog.

This contribution corrects this error.

2 Summary of Contribution

- Removes the REFER sent to the Controlling PoC Server outside the existing SIP dialog.

3 Detailed Proposal

7.1.2      Reception of a SIP REFER request

Upon receiving a SIP REFER request outside of an existing SIP dialog the PoC Server 

· 1. SHALL if it is the mobile originating trigger detection point continue as specified in sub-clause 7.3.1.8 “SIP REFER request received”

· Otherwise the PoC Server SHALL return the SIP 403 “Forbidden” response.
