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1 Reason for Contribution

These two sections are handled in the same contribution as they are very tightly coupled. 

Section 7.3.1.10.3

· The logic of this section depends if the PoC Server hosts or does not host the PoC Session.  This is not captured correctly because a pre-arranged group or chat group could be hosted on the users's home PoC server.  

· Does not mention to set the Request URI of the BYE to the CF PoC Server to the PoC Session Identity of the PoC Session within the pre-established session that is being deleted. 

· Furthermore, the logic flow results in a contradiction as follows:  upon receiving a BYE within the pre-established session and the user's PoC server hosts the PoC Session (i.e., is the CF PoC Server) then the flow goes to section 7.2.1.9.2 which goes to section 7.3.2.6.2, which specifies the pre-established session is not released.  However, the BYE from the user for the pre-established session does exactly the opposite, that is, it releases the pre-established session. 

Section 7.2.1.9.2

· The solution is for the logic of section 7.2.1.9.2 to not flow to 7.3.2.6.2 for the owner of the pre-established session.  Instead, section 7.3.1.1.3 already does the job, except it now needs to borrow subscription and notification text that was previously in 7.2.1.9.2. 

Author's note: the partitioning of functionality between the PoC Session Release Sections could probably be done differently, and it would be easier to follow.  The edits herein are just to make the sections work.

3 Detailed Proposal

 Section 7.3.1.10.3 Pre-established Session termination request from PoC Client

Upon receiving a SIP BYE request from the PoC Client within a Pre-established Session the PoC Server:

· 1. SHALL check if the PoC Session is hosted on this  PoC Server, and if so 
a) SHALL perform the procedures associated with receiving a BYE within a pre-established session, as specified in subclause 7.2.1.9.2 "Leaving a PoC Session request – pre-established case";

· 2. SHALL check if the PoC Session is not hosted on this PoC Server, then the PoC Server
a) SHALL generate a SIP BYE request and set the Request-URI to the PoC Session Identity within the pre-established session;

b) SHALL send the SIP BYE request towards the Controlling PoC Function according to the procedures of the SIP/IP Core;


The PoC Server then 
· 1. SHALL release User Plane resources towards the Controlling PoC Function as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Participating PoC function procedures at PoC Session release";

· 2. SHALL release User Plane resources associated with the SIP Session with the PoC Client as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Participating PoC function procedures at PoC Session release";

· 3. SHALL release User Plane resources associated with the pre-established session as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Participating PoC Function Pre-established session state machine - basic";
· 4. SHALL send a 200 "OK" response towards the  PoC Client.

· 5. SHALL generate a NOTIFY of the current state of the PoC Session, and terminate the existing subscription to the conference state event package for the owner of the pre-established session if subscribed to the conference state event package in accordance with subclause 7.2.1.10 "PoC Session Participant Information Request".

· 6. SHALL send the SIP NOTIFY request to the PoC Client according to rules and procedure of the SIP/IP Core.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of  [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.

Section 7.2.1.9.2 Leaving PoC Session request – Pre-established Session case

Upon receiving a SIP BYE request within a Pre-established Session the PoC Server:

· 1. SHALL perform for every Participant of the PoC Session except for the owner of the Pre-established Session the procedures specified in subclause 7.2.2.4 "Remove of Participant from the PoC Session":

SHALL generate a NOTIFY of the current state of the PoC Session, and terminate the existing subscription to the conference state event package for each participant of the PoC session that hadsubscribed to the conference state event package in accordance with subclause 7.2.1.10 "PoC Session Participant Information Request".

· 4. SHALL send the SIP NOTIFY request to the PoC Client according to rules and procedure of the SIP/IP Core.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of  [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
