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1 Reason for Contribution

Pre-Established Session  (PES) PoC client sections 6.1.3.2.2, 6.1.3.2.3, and 6.1.5.2 state that the reception of a SIP 202 response to a PoC Session establishing REFER request requires the interaction of the PoC Client with User Plane's initialization of the PoC Session state machine.  However, the UP PoC State machine does not have any specifications about the reception of a SIP 202 response to a PoC session establishing REFER request. 

Furthermore, the UP Pre-established Session State Machine of section 6.2.6.2.1 already creates a PoC Session State Machine, so a simple solution is to delete the SIP 202 response statements in Section 6.1.3.2.2, 6.1.3.2.3, and 6.1.5.2, as provided below.
