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1 Reason for Contribution

In the current PoC CP there is in Annex D the informative signaling flows of the PoC. The flows are ~ 100 pages package and now reside “in the middle” of the specification. While being so huge package, it may leave some normative annexes in the shadow. 

2 Summary of Contribution

As an editorial issue, it is proposed to have changes in the order of the annexes to enhance the readability and also usability of the specifications. Normative annexes should be first and informative ones thereafter.

3 Detailed Proposal

Change the order of the annexes in the CP specification as follows:

1) Normative Annexes (any order)

2) Informative Annexes

As current Annex D “signaling flows” is a ~ 100 page package, it is being proposed to place that as the last item in the annexes of the CP spec.
