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1 Reason for Contribution

We have had a long discussion with the PoC IOP WG about adding rights in case of restricted Chat and Pre-arranged PoC Groups.  This contribution tries to make needed additional definitions.

2 Summary of Contribution

OMA PoC RD clearly requires that only group members are allowed to be added to the exiting restricted PoC Group Session.  This requirement is covered.

Additionally a couple of editorial corrections are proposed.

NOTE:  Later e.g. in PoC 2.0 the XDMS may be expanded to cover both cases that only group member or anybody can be invited to a restricted PoC Group Session.  

3 Detailed Proposal

7.2.1.15  PoC Session adding policy

In the case of a Pre-arranged PoC Group or Restricted Chat PoC Group, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL invite the PoC Clients if the Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address is allowed by the <allow-invite-users-dynamically> action as specified in [POC XDM Specification].  When a request to add one or more PoC Users to a Restricted PoC Group is made by an authorized Participant of an ongoing PoC Session, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL only invite PoC Users if the invited PoC Users are listed in the <list> element of the PoC Group document as specified in [POC XDM Specification]. 
In the case of an Ad-hoc PoC Group or Unrestricted Chat PoC Group, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL invite the PoC Clients if the Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address is a Participant of the PoC Session.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
