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Reason for Contribution

Following CONRR comment to UP 6.2.5.1.1 is taken into account in the proposed changes:
Nokia – Where in the state diagrams the T11 is started to get it to expire after the initiation of a PoC Session.
Summary of Contribution

If “T17 solution” in OMA-PoC-2005-0250 is not agreed this solution can be used in conjunction with OMA-PoC-0242R03 to solve the T11 problem.

For On-demand PoC Sessions the terminating PF does not send 200 OK until the user has answered (CP 7.3.2.2.3). The CF does not send back the 200 OK until it receives the 200 OK from the PF (CP 7.2.1.2). For on demand sessions the originating PF does not send the 200 OK to the originating PoC Client until it receives the 200 OK from the CF. The PoC Client shall start T11 when receiving 200 OK with no tb_granted parameter. The UP sub-clause 6.2.5.1.1 has been changed accordingly. 
The T11 timer value of 6 seconds specified in sub-clause 9.3 has been changed to be only a recommendation. 

This contribution proposes changes to UP section 6.2.5.1.1 and 9.3 to reflect the proposed solution.
Detailed Proposal

6.2.5.1.1 PoC Session initiated – originating PoC User

When a PoC Session is initiated the originating PoC Client:

1. SHALL create an instance of the PoC User Talk Burst operation state machine; and,
2. for an On-demand PoC session, if tb_granted parameter is not provided in the SIP 200 “OK” response as specified in [OMA-POC-CP] Controlling PoC Function procedures; the PoC Client:
a. SHALL start timer T11 (Talk Burst Request); and,
b. SHALL enter the ‘U: pending TB_Request’ state, 
or
3. for an On-demand PoC session, if tb_granted parameter is provided in SIP the 200 “OK” response as specified in [OMA-POC-CP] Controlling PoC Function procedures the PoC Client:
a. SHALL enter the ‘U: has permission’ state,
or

4. for a Pre-established Session the PoC Client:
a. SHALL enter  the ‘U: pending TB_Request’ state.
