· OMA-TS-PoC-ControlPlane-V1_0-20050317-C: Specifying the Control Plane.

· OMA-TS-PoC-UserPlane-V1_0-20050317-C: Specifying the User Plane.

Generally, the testing activity should aim at validating the normal working behavior of the client/server interactions, as well as testing the error conditions whenever it is possible to set up the appropriate scenarios. The following clauses provide  more detailed description of the testing requirements for Push to talk over Cellular V1_0.

This document also intends to provide some guidance on the prioritization of the specifications and features to be tested within Enabler Push to talk over Cellular V1_0.
