		When referencing numbered bullet in the clause/subclause



Not recommended but if it can not be avoided try to say e.g. “skip next step” instead of the number.

As shown in Figure 2 “Title of figure”
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Normative/informative text



		Clauses/subclauses can either be normative or informative.

		If a clause/subclause is normative

		all sentences SHALL include either the word SHALL, SHOULD or MAY in upper case.

		informative text SHALL be documented in NOTES or within ( ) in the paragraph.

		If a clause/subclause is informative

		start the clause/subclause with the sentence: “This subclause is informative.”

		avoid using shall, should and may even in lower case.
