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1 Reason for Contribution

As a result of analysis necessary to produce the flows for Appendix F it has been discovered that the current normative specification text does not fully cover the Manual Answer with Pre-established Session terminating case scenario.

The following issues exist:

1. Currently subclause 7.3.2.2 states that the terminating Participating PoC Function:

"ii. generate a SIP re-INVITE according to the rules and procedures of  [RFC3261] if a Pre-established Session is going to be used."
However this is insufficient and does not specify the usage of  the Contact, Supported, Session-Expires and P-Answer-Mode headers or the handling of provisional responses (180 Ringing) when the dialog is already established..
2. Currently there are no procedures in subclause 6.2 for the terminal when it receives a re-invite associated with the pre-established session for the manual answer scenario. The current subclauses are all related to the use of initial requests or session modification.
2 Detailed Proposal

Either CRs are needed to add this functionality or manual answer with pre-established session needs to be removed from PoC 1.0.
3 Intellectual Property Rights
