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1 Reason for Contribution

The current spec does not explicitly describe the signaling flow for the case of MAO, especially when the terminating PoC Client does not support the optional PoC Client feature, MAO.

In case of that the terminating PoC Client does not support the MAO and if the participating PoC Server know it, then it is better for the participating PoC Server reject the MAO PoC Session invitation instead of the terminating PoC Client due the the benefits that the MAO PoC Session invitation does not need to be delivered to the terminating PoC Client, which will be rejected anyway at the terminating PoC Client.

Another issue: What should be done for MAO PoC Session invitation if the terminating PoC Client supports the MAO and does not support the Simultaneous Sessions functionality and already participated in one PoC Session? Should the already participated PoC Session be released and by which one, server or client? (RD says that as long as the optional MAO feature is supported, then the RTP media data SHALL be audible at the terminating PoC Client.)

3 Detailed Proposal

This input contribution is proposing that the PoC Clients sets their MAO capability information right after the registration using the PUBLISH message. And the participating PoC Server rejects the MAO PoC Session invitation instead of the terminating PoC Client if the terminating PoC Client does not support the MAO feature.
