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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification: 

The User Plane specification is inconsistent.  The subclause 7.5.3 says:

“In the case of changing from one PoC Session to another and starting to transfer RTP Media packets during an on-going Talk Burst the PoC Server MAY send a TBCP Talk Burst Taken message prior to the first RTP packet being sent to the PoC Client.” However, the state machine in subclause 6.3.7 doesn’t cover this issue.

This contribution proposes to improve the consistency.

b) Clauses affected:

Subclause 6.3.7.2.7.

c) Summary of change:

Is added :  In case starting to transfer media of the on-going Talk Burst of the Secondary PoC Session the PoC Server MAY send TB_Taken message to the PoC Client prior to the media. 

d) Consequence if not approved:

Confusion for the reader, and cause the implementation of PoC Client falls into false loop.

e) Reason for revision:

N/A.

6.3.7.2.7 T14 (Conversation) timer fired for Primary PoC Session

When T14 (Conversation) timer fires for the Primary PoC Session and at least one other Secondary PoC Session for the same PoC Client is established as specified in the [OMA-POC-CP] and fulfils conditions to be activated, the PoC Server:

1. MAY send TBCP Talk Burst Taken message to the PoC Client, if the Talk Burst is on-going;

NOTE: The TBCP Talk Burst Taken message is the same as the one received from the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function in the beginning of the Talk Burst.
2. SHALL enter the ‘C: Secondary PoC Session active’ state for the identified Secondary PoC Session.
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
