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1 Reason for Change
a) Justification: At IETF#62 it was decided by SIPPING that draft-sipping-poc-p-headers should be split into two separate drafts, one standards track for the requested answer mode and one p-header draft for the P-Answer-State header.  These two drafts draft-willis-sip-answeralert-00 and draft-allen-sipping-p-answer-state-header-00 are currently being completed and will be submitted to IETF shortly. In draft-willis-sip-answeralert-00 and new header ReqAnswerMode is defined which replaces P-Alerting-Mode. The P-Answer-State header is defined in draft-allen-sipping-p-answer-state-header-00.
