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1 Reason for Change

In Shared XDM there wasn’t way to differentiate whether stored URI was PUI (Public User ID) pointing to single user or PSI (Public Service ID) pointing service i.e. PoC Group. 

This problem was solved by OMA-PAG-2005-0323R03-List-and-uriusage contribution, which defines new element <uriusage>, which is not application specific. <uriusage> is an abstract type, which will let each application define application specific URI usages in their own specifications.  If URI usage is not defined as an application specific service then uri is always PUI (Public User ID). Otherwise it is PSI (Public Service ID).

A PoC specific URI usages that can be used in Shared XDM are specified in PoC XDM. New element <pocusage> is defined for the <uriusage> element in Shared XDM. The <pocusage> element has values: chat and prearranged to differentiate usage of PoC URI.
