According to current spec, the participating PoC Function (PF) must behave as B2BUA instead of SIP Proxy in case that the PoC Client and the PF support Simultaneous Sessions. See below excerpt from UP.

However, current Spec is missing how to let the PF know whether the PoC Client support Simultaneous Sessions or not.

b) Clauses affected:

c) Summary of change:

When PoC Client publishes its PoC Service Settings, it will publish the information of whether it supports the Simultaneous Sessions or not.

d) Consequence if not approved:
There exist a case that the PF does not behave as B2BUA for the PoC Client, which supports the Simultaneous Sessions functionality and therefore the PoC Session locking and PoC Session priority features for the Simultaneous Sessions functionality cannot work.

This subclause describes successful modification of a PoC User’s PoC Service Settings, i.e. the Incoming Session Barring (ISB), Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring (IAB) and/or Answer Mode settings.

1. The PoC Client sends the PUBLISH request to the SIP/IP Core. Information elements contained in the PUBLISH request:

a. PoC service indication.

b. PoC Address of the PoC User at PoC Client A.

c. Answer mode setting (auto-answer or manual-answer).

d. Incoming PoC Session Barring setting (ISB active or ISB not active).

e. Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring setting (IAB active or IAB not active).
f. Simultaneous Sessions support setting (Simultaneous Sessions support or Simultaneous Sessions not support).
2. The SIP/IP Core sends the PUBLISH request to the PoC Server based on the PoC Address of the PoC User and the PoC service indication. Information elements contained in the PUBLISH request:

a. PoC service indication.

b. PoC Address of the PoC User at PoC Client A.

c. Answer mode setting (auto-answer or manual-answer).

d. Incoming PoC Session Barring setting (ISB active or ISB not active).

e. Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring setting (IAB active or IAB not active).
f. Simultaneous Sessions support setting (Simultaneous Sessions support or Simultaneous Sessions not support).
3. The PoC Server authorizes the PoC Address of the PoC User and if successful stores the new values and sends the OK response to the SIP/IP Core.

4. The SIP/IP Core forwards the OK response to the PoC Client.
