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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification: 

A previously agreed CR (doc342R03) specified the OPTIONAL inclusion, by the Controlling PoC Server (CF), of the number of participants in the TB_Granted message sent to the Participating PoC Server (PF) and the PoC Client.  During a recent conference call an action item was raised for the PoC WG Chairman to seek clarification from Vodafone regarding when the CF should include this information in the TB_Granted message.  During the current meeting (San Diego) Vodafone answered this action point by explaining that notification of the number of participants was needed so that accurate on-line and off-line charging CDRs can be generated by the PF, and that the information must therefore be included in all TB_Granted messages.  When asked if it would be agreeable to change the 'optional' inclusion of the information to 'mandatory' inclusion there was general support for this proposal and no objections were raised.  This CR introduces the agreed change to the relevant sections.

b) Clauses affected:

6.4.4.3.1 and 6.5.3

c) Summary of change:

The inclusion, by the Controlling PoC Server, of the number of participants in the TB_Granted message is changed from being OPTIONAL to MANDATORY.

d) Consequence if not approved:

Charging problems and misalignment with the charging requirements.

e) Reason for revision:

R01: The R&A comments are incorporated.

The following bit pattern in the subtype field SHALL be used for the TBCP Talk Burst Granted message: 00001.

The TBCP Talk Burst Granted message SHALL consist of the mandatory 12 bytes of header information and MAY include a value for the number of Participants in the corresponding field, where the 16 bits in the number of Participants field is an integer number (x) giving the number of the Participants currently in the PoC Session.
