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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification: 

The Architecture Document and User Plane specification are inconsistent.  The UP subclause 7.5.3 says:

“In the case of changing from one PoC Session to another and starting to transfer RTP Media packets during an on-going Talk Burst the PoC Server MAY send a TBCP Talk Burst Taken message prior to the first RTP packet being sent to the PoC Client.” 
And In Doc 472 from Nokia, subclause 6.3.7.2.7 says;

1. MAY send TBCP Talk Burst Taken message to the PoC Client, if the Talk Burst is on-going;

NOTE: The TBCP Talk Burst Taken message is the same as the one received from the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function in the beginning of the Talk Burst.
In order for these descriptions to be consistent with AD, one sentence should be added in AD like below;

· Maintain the current Talk Burst Control message of simultaneous PoC Session 
· Relay the relevant Talk Burst Control message in case changing between simultaneous PoC Sessions happens.
This contribution proposes to improve the consistency.

b) Clauses affected:

AD 6.1.3.2 Participating PoC Function
c) Summary of change:

Is added: Store the Talk Burst Control message until all media packets from the PoC Client of new PoC session are transferred in the case of simultaneous session and the situation of changing from one PoC session to another.
d) Consequence if not approved:

Confusion for the reader, and inconsistency between AD and UP
e) Reason for revision:

6.1.3.2 Participating PoC Function

The PoC Server SHALL perform the following functions when it fulfils the Participating PoC Function:

· Provides PoC Session handling 

· Supports the User Plane adaptation procedures

· Provides SIP Session handling, such as SIP Session origination, release, etc, on behalf of the represented PoC Client

· Provides policy enforcement for incoming PoC Session (e.g. Access Control, Incoming PoC Session Barring, availability status, etc)

· Provides the Participant charging reports

· Supports Talk Burst Control Protocol negotiation

· Stores the current Answer Mode, Incoming PoC Session Barring and Incoming Instant Personal Barring preferences of the PoC Client.

· Provides for privacy of the PoC Address of the Inviting PoC User on the PoC Session setup in the terminating PoC network 
The PoC Server MAY perform the following functions when it fulfils the Participating PoC Function:

· Provide the Talk Burst Control message transfer function between PoC Client and PoC Server performing Controlling PoC Function
When the Participating PoC Function is on the media path, the PoC Server SHALL:

· relay RTP Media packets between the PoC Client and the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function

· provide the Talk Burst Control message transfer function between PoC Client and PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function
· collect and provide media quality information

When the Participating PoC Function is on the media path, the PoC Server MAY:

· provide filtering of the media streams in the case of Simultaneous PoC Sessions

· provide transcoding between different codecs
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
