The XML data returned in the 200 OK answer on a fetch of an element will contain the exact content of that element in the XML document. If this element or any child elements use namespace prefixes declared earlier in the document they will not be in 

Problem Text:

During the OMA TestFest 9.5 problem with retrieving elements in an XML document occured.

The problem has to do with that the XDM clients has to know all the namespace prefix bindings in the server document prio the fetch of an element.

This has to do with the current specification of XCAP, where the XML data returned in the 200 OK answer on a fetch of an element will contain the exact content of that element in the XML document. If this element or any child elements use namespace prefixes declared earlier in the document they will not be included in the response to the client.

Hence the only way to know all the prefixes is to have done a fetch of the whole document.
