Problem Summary:

The bandwidth efficient mode (SDP answer parameters) mandated for OMA clients should be correctly specified.

Problem Text:

An interoperating issue was found with the majority of clients in the July IOT. This deals with the bandwidth efficient mode mandated for OMA clients. This mode is defined in TS 26.236 (OMA User Plane doc section 7.9 references this). 

From the doc for AMR -

"An SDP answerer should select for a payload type in an SDP answer from a payload type in an SDP offer with the following parameters:

-     octet-align=0 or no octet-align parameter;

-     maxptime:20;

-     crc=0 or no crc parameter;

-     robust-sorting=0 or no robust-sorting parameter;

-     no interleaving parameter, and

-        channels=1 or no channels parameter."

In the OMA IOT recently held most of the clients used octet-align=1 and NONE of the clients used a maxptime:20 (infact clients complained if the ptime was < 200).

OMA user plane spec section 7.9 should be expanded to recommend correct SDP  parameters instead of referring to TS 26.236.
