Modified 6.4.5.2.3 to align with UP style an to mandate sending of TBCP Talk Burst Deny message if the “Deny” option is chosen.
Consequence if not approved:
Make cause confusion if existing text is kept.

6.4.5.2.3    Receive TBCP Talk Burst Request message (R: TB_Request)

Upon receiving a TBCP Talk Burst Request:

1. if there is only one Participant in the PoC Session and the PoC Server choose send a TBCP Talk Burst Deny message the PoC Server:

a. SHALL send a TBCP Talk Burst Deny message to the PoC Client; and, 
b. SHALL remain in the state ‘U: not permitted and TB_Idle’ state.
2. if there is only one Participant in the PoC Session and the PoC Server did not choose to send a TBCP Talk Burst Deny message to the PoC Client or there is more than one Participant in the PoC Session the PoC Server:

a. SHALL perform the actions in the subclause 6.4.4.2.2 “Receive TBCP Talk Burst Request message (R: TB_Request)”.

b. SHALL perform the action in the subclause 6.4.5.4.1 “Enter the state ‘U: permitted’”.
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
