Problem Summary:

Usage of "identity" element in authorisation rules is not defined in a clear way

Problem Text:

The TS-XDM-Core mentions that every authorisation rule that specifies the identity condition element should base this element on the defintion as provided within chapter 6.6.2 of the TS-XDM-Core.
The TS-PoC-XDM on the other hand still specifies that the identity condition element should be based on the defintion as provided by COMMONPOLL which is different from the definition as specified in the TS-XDM-Core.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution intends to clarify the error in report and provide resolution for it.

3 Detailed Proposal

Resolution: The PoC contribution 646R01 agreed by 26th Sep teleconference is the solution for this PR. (http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/poc/2005/OMA-POC-2005-0646R01-Common-Policy-Update-PoC-XDM-.zip) Further more, PAG XDM Core specification section 6.2.2 uses <identity> element and it’s child element <id> as condition, but it does NOT support the child elements <domain>, <any-identity>, and their child elements.
