	Problem Summary
	Realistic authentication scheme for PoC is nowhere specified exactly. 
This causes problems in testing and interoperability.

	Problem Text
	Because authentication is not specified for PoC, it's hard to make 
interoperable systems. Vendors believe that 3GPP AKA, the only 
authentication mechanism described in 3GPP TS 24.229, will not be 
deployed, because it consumes too much resources. Instead most of the 
current IMS implementations require Authorization header with username 
in the initial REGISTER request and then they require password digest 
authentication. However, requiring an authorization header in the 
initial request is standardized in no RFC or 3GPP spec when password 
authentication is used (or is it?). RFC 3261 states that client should 
send Auhtorization header if a server requests for it with 401 response 
and 3GPP TR 33.978 states that Authorization header should be sent in 
the initial REGISTER request only if the client supports AKA 
authentication. Further 3GPP TR 33.978 says that clients not supporting 
AKA should be authenticated by GGSN and P-CSCF without any SIP 
authorization headers and passwords. In this "early IMS" scenario, the 
PoC-1.0-con-M-0102 and PoC-1.0-int-M-0102 are not applicable.
