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1 Reason for Change

After some discussions with DM experts from the supporting companies, it is proposed for this contribution to be discussed and the jointed CR to be accepted.

The main idea of the CR would be that the OMA DM experts have confirmed that both CP and DM are options that can be used as alternatives that the CR that is written against the PoC AD would align the text to support either CP or DM Profile for initial provisioning, so that the PoC client MUST use either CP or DM Profile for initial provisioning as specified in OMA DM v1.2. and that OMA DM v1.2 is used as the references for PoC.

· receive the initial parameters needed for PoC service sent by service provider by using mechanisms specified in [OMA CP] or in [OMA DM]. 

· update the parameters needed for PoC service sent by service provider by using [OMA-DM]. 

The exact syntax and definition of parameters needed for PoC service are specified in [OMA CP] and in [OMA-DM].
6.2.9  Device Provisioning and Management Server

The Device Provisioning and Management Server  MAY  perform the following functions that are needed in support of the PoC service:

· Initialises and updates all the configuration parameters necessary for the PoC Client.

· Supports software update for application upgradeable handsets.

OMA Device Management [OMA DM] and OMA Client Provisioning [OMA CP] provide protocols and data structures to provision and manage a mobile terminal settings over the air. Either method or a combination of the two methods [OMA DM Bootstrap] may be used to provision and manage the PoC Service settings on a mobile terminal.
The PoC service provider sets up PoC service feature configurations remotely in the User Equipment by using the provisioning mechanisms specified in [OMA CP] or in [OMA-DM].The PoC Service provider SHOULD update the PoC service feature configurations remotely in the User Equipment by using [OMA DM].

The PoC Client,  SHALL be able to receive the provisioning content, either via  OMA CP or via OMA DM formatted content,  sent by service provider. The exact syntax and definition of parameters needed for PoC service are specified in [OMA CP] and in [OMA-DM].
Updates  to the provisioned parameters SHOULD be done as  specified in [OMA-DM]..

How any PoC Subscriber specific service attributes are provisioned to the PoC Server is out of scope of this specification.
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
