This document is to correct the inconsistency between <list-service> schema definition and the description in PoC XDM Section 5.1.5 in allowing multiple <list-service> elements in a PoC Group document.  As agreed within PAG, a PoC Group document should be able to contain one or more <list-service> elements.
R01: During discussion it is noted th
at the group agreement was to allow multiple <list-service> elements in a PoC group document in the “global” tree while only one <list-service> element is allowed for a PoC group document in the “user” tree. R01 is to clarify in the text such group agreement.
R02: CRs are made against the latest version of PoC XDMS.
R03: Comments during Montreal meeting are reflected.
R04: 
The date in the target document is corrected from 0801 to 0805. 
Texts are added in the recommendation section.

The reference to <list-service> element definition in section 5.1.3 is removed, since it does not have any change proposal but was presented just for explanation purpose.

The change-track colour in the change proposal is simplified for better readability.
