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1 Reason for Change

Motivation and rational for proposed change: 

The UP subclause 6.3.8.3.1 is in conflict with 5.4 “RTCP”, which says:
“To reduce potential degradation of the quality of the media transmission, the PoC Client and the PoC Server SHOULD NOT schedule transmission of RTCP packets or TBCP messages during a Talk Burst.”
This should be corrected.

Additionally there is missing the sending of  TB Taken message, when switching from one Secondary PoC Session to another Secondary PoC Session due to T14 expire in subclause 6.3.7.3.7; this same issue is covered in 6.3.7.2.7 (in case of moving from Primary PoC Session).
Summary of changes:
Align the subclause 6.3.7.3.7 with 6.3.7.2.7.

Align the subclause 6.3.8.3.1 with 5.4.

Some editorial corrections in 6.3.8.3.1.

Scope of changes:

Subclauses 6.3.7.3.7 and 6.3.8.3.1.

Inconsistent sections in UP, lousy user experience.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
6.3.7.3.7 Monitor T14 (Conversation) timer fired for Secondary PoC Session

When T14 (Conversation) timer fires for the Secondary PoC Session and at least one other Secondary PoC Session for the same PoC Client is established as specified in the Error! Reference source not found. and fulfils conditions to be activated, the PoC Server:

1. MAY send TBCP Talk Burst Taken message to the PoC Client, if the Talk Burst is on-going; 

2. SHALL enter the ‘C: Secondary PoC Session active’ state for the identified Secondary PoC Session.

Change 2:

6.3.8.3.1 Receive TBCP message (R: TBCP messages) 

Upon receiving TBCP Messages from the PoC Client or Controlling PoC Function, the PoC Server:

1. MAY relay the TBCP messages between the PoC Client and Controlling PoC Function according to rules as specified in subclause 5.4 “RTCP”;

2. SHALL continue to monitor TBCP and SIP messages; and,

3. SHALL remain in ‘S: Dormant’ state.
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
