3.1 PoC V1.0 Maintenance 

It is proposed that weekly POC WG conference calls are held, alternating PoC V1.0 and PoC V2.0 discussion. 

PoC V1.0 Maintenance shall progress as follows:
1. Bi-weekly Conference Calls (Alternating with the PoC V2.0 Conference Calls)
2. A regular 14 Day R&A be conducted to include all V1.0 contributions. The R&A is to begin each Friday for duration of 14 days (similar to the TP R&A process).
3. PoC V1.0 specifications shall be updated every two months, following the schedule guidelines shown in OMA-POC-2005-0663-Publication-Schedule.  As CR’s become sparse, this policy shall be revisited.
3.2 PoC V2.0 Development
1. Bi-weekly Conference Calls (Alternating with PoC V1.0 Conference Calls)
2. The OMA-POC email distribution list is used for online discussions of PoC V2.0 architecture and specifications, in addition to conference calls. 
3. Architecture Document updates and other architecture development announcements (joint meetings, etc) will be sent to both OMA-POC and OMA-AD-DEV email distribution lists. 
4. The REQ group has indicated that the PoC V2.0 enabler should become a Candidate Enabler by the end of 3Q 2006.
