B.3 OMA PoC Device Management Management Object (MO) file

This subclause defines the mobile device Management Object (MO) for OMA PoC. The MO MAY be used for initial provisioning of parameters when the DM Profile is to be used (as specified on [OMA-DM-v1-2]), and the MO SHOULD be used for  later provisioning of parameters according to [OMA-DM-v1-1-2] or [OMA-DM-v1-2], if required by the service provider to update service configurations. 

The OMA-PoC Management Object consists of relevant parameters required by [OMA-PoC-AD]. It is compatible with OMA Device Management protocol specifications [OMA-DM-v1-1-2], and is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework as described in [OMA-SyncML-DMTND-V1-1-2] and [OMA-SyncML-DMStdObj-V1-1-2].
